A committee 
consisting of the County's Trausportntion Engineer, Facilities and Construction Engineer and Environmcntnl 
Engineer along with the T0\\11 Engineer rbr Hilton !lead Island and SCOOT's Regional Program Managing 
Engineer reviewed and evaluated the proposals. 

As a result of the proposal evaluations. H DR/JC A Engineering of Columbia was selected as the proposer providing 
the best experience. project plan and schedule for the proposed study. On the basis of the qunlilication of the finn 
nnd their proposed scope, the committee recommends award of a contract to H DR/ICA Engineering in the amount 
of 592,302.00 for the Jenkins Island Access Management System Study.

BACKGROUND. Beaufort County issued a Request for Proposals for qualified firms to inspect, design and provide 
rehabilitation recommendations for the Broad River Fishing Pier. ln 2013, an inspection of the pier was completed and a 
report was prepared which indicated that while the pier was in fair condition, a deeper evaluation, analysis and preservation 
p lan should be pursued to ensure the appropriate and timely repair of the facility. The original structure was constructed in 
1957 and Beaufort County converted the northernmost 1800 feet of the bridge into a fishing pier when traffic was shifted to the 
new span in 2004.

A selection committee conststmg of the CIP Manager, Construction Manager, Public Works Director, Disaster Recovery 
Coordinator, Public Works Superintendent North and Public Works General Support Superintendent reviewed the proposals 
submitted using established criteria focused on the "best value offered" and the process recommended to rehabilitate the pier. 
All three firms were interviewed and on the basis of the qualifications and project approach, the firm ofO'Quinn Marine 
Construction, Inc., was selected to further develop an inspection and engineering scope. Attached is O'Quinn Marine's 
2/19/ 15 proposal scope. Stage 1 Rehal;>ilitation Inspection & Engineering will include development ofnecessary engineering 
plans & specifications based on a thorough above and below water inspection of the structure, materials testing, development 
of existll:'g ~apacity models and prioritized repair regime. Stage 2 is the implementation of the developed preservation plan as 
appropriate. 

County Engineering staff has reviewed the submitted proposal and recommend proceeding with O' Quinn Marine's approach. 
in the amount $76,810 for Stage 1 (Items 1 & 2). 

SMB OUTREACH PLAN. Based on the scope of the work for Stage 1- Inspection & Engineering for the Broad River 
Fishing Pier Rehabilitation, the County's SMB Ordinance does not apply. 

FUNDING. It is recommended that funding for this project be approved from the County's Local Accommodations Tax 
with an available fund balance of $1,158,912. 

ACTION. Public Facilities Committee Meeting on March 16, 2015. 

RECOMMENDATION. The Public Facilities Committee approve a contract award to O'Quinn Marine Construction, Inc., to 
complete Stage 1 - Inspection & Engineering for the rehabilitation/preservation of the Broad River Fishing Pier for a total 
contract amount of $76,810. Additionally, approve and recommend to County Council funding for this project from the 
County's Local Accommodations Tax.

Necessary permits for maintenance and repair. Cost: $22,655.00

BACKGROUND: The Purchasing Department received a request from the Public Works Department to purchase two 
2015 Volvo model G930 motor graders from a State contract vendor. The new motor graders are replacements for a 2000 
John Deere Model 770CH motor grader assigned to Roads & Drainage North (RDN) and a 1984 John Deere Model 7708 
assigned to Roads & Drainage South (RDS). The RDN Section currently has three motor graders, all of which have in 
excess of7,000 operating hours. PubJjc Works intends to replace the least reliable of the three. RDS has two motor 
graders, a 200 I with more than 7,000 hours that we use on the mainland and a 1984 with more than 10,000 hours on 
Duafuskie Island. Public Works intends to keep the new motor grader on the mainland and transfer the 200 I to Daufuskie 
Island. Both replaced motor graders will be sold on GovDeals.

BACKGROUND. In 2012, County Council awarded a contract for $2,030,714 to Infrastructure 
Consulting & Engineering (ICE) for construction engineering inspection/construction 
management services (CEIICM) for the SC 170 Widening Project. Due to the construction 
delays associated with the SC 170 project, the CEIICM services needed to be extended. For the 
month of February 2015, ICE had CEI/CM service charges for the SC 170 widening totaling 
$78,398.89. County Engineering Department staff has reviewed these charges and recommend 
payment. 

FUNDING. SC 170 Widening Sales Tax Project Acct #33403-54500 with an available balance 
of$505,098.43. All CEI/CM services are reimbursable from the SCSIB Grant for this project.

Update - Woods Memorial Bridge Openings 

March 13,2015 

Beaufort County and the City of Beaufort jointly requested a review of the Woods Memorial 
Bridge (US 21 Business) opening schedule by the United States Coast Guard (USCG) on 
October 2, 2014 (Sec attached). 

Christopher L. Ruleman, BOSN4 of the USCG met with Transportat ion Engineer Colin Kinton 
on February 17, 2015. During this meeting, County collected traffic data and bridge 
opening/delay data were shared with USCG. 

Potential revised opening schedules discussed included limiting openings between 6:30 a.m. -
9:00a.m. and 3:00p.m. -6:00p.m. Monday thru Friday. Between these times, the bridge would 
open hourly if pleasure boats are waiting to pass (9:00, I 0:00, 11:00 a.m., noon, I :00, 2:00, 3:00 
p.m). The Santrday opening schedule would also be limited to hourl y openings during daytime 
hours. The bridge would still have to open for commercial vessels on demand because of their 
size. 

If the USCG agrees to the above opening schedule, a six month trial period will be enacted. 
During the trial period, if overall operations are improved, the USCG will begin the process to 
modify the United States Code of federal Regulations (CFR23) which regulates all moveable 
span/drawbridges within the United States.

As Beaufort County has continued to grow in popularity, the related traffic issues have also 
grown exponentially. One of the most controllable of these issues is the delays and disruptions 
created by the random openings and malfunctioning of the Woods Memorial Bridge (U.S. 21 
Bus.) over the Beaufort River. Atlantic Intracoastal Waterway (milepost 536). This bridge 
connects the City of Beaufort on Port Royal Island with Lady's Island to the east. Not only do 
the drawbridge openings affect daily traffic and local economics, it also has a dramatic effect on 
emergency response. A revision in the opening schedule could potentially resolve many of the 
resulting daily impacts. 

Lady's Island and all of the Sea Islands east of it have grown significantly over the past decade 
including many commercial properties as well as the new Beaufort High School. This school 
houses over 1500 students. Whenever an incident occurs at the high school requiring a law 
enforcement response from the City of Beaufort, those responding patrol cars must cross the 
drawbridge. 

The Sea Islands east of Lady's Island are home to over 30,000 citizens and host over 1 million 
visitors annually. While there are emergency responders from all disciplines stationed east of the 
Woods drawbridge, incidents occur routinely that require additional resources. These resources 
often have to choose between the closest route (Woods) or the longer (McTeer) route. Because 
of the increased risk, emergency responders do not choose the shortest route. 

An analysis of the past two years of bridge opening logs tbr the Woods Memorial bridge indicate 
that out of nearly 4000 openings, only 660 were for commercial traffic such as tugs, shrimp boats 
and passenger vessels. This means essentially four out of five openings are for pleasure craft. 
Emergency and economic needs of a community should not be so adversely affected by leisure 
use of the Intracoastal Waterway. ' ·.;

The economic and environmental cost of the openings is significant to the community. Beaufort 
County Traffic Engineering studied the impact of bridge openings to surface transportation 
network and estimated over 2,000 minutes of delay were associated with each bridge opening. 
These avoidable roadway delays queue traffic along US 21 Bus. creating routine gridlock, 
further impacting emergency response and severely curtail commerce along the corridor. It is 
estimated the community loses nearly $2 million annually in lost time and other economic 
impacts as a result of the existing opening schedule. 

Considering the results and impacts of the existing condition, we, the undersigned, respectfully 
request a consideration of the opening schedule for non-commercial river traffic to be established 
for 6:30 am, 10:00 am, 2:00 pm, and 6:30 pm with no restrictions between 6:30 pm to 6:30 am. 
For all commercial or government vessels the span can open on demand.

The 
street rights-of-way are 50'. 

The DRT documents indicate that the streets would be accepted by the County. The developer included 
a "dedication stamp" on the subdivision plat dedicating the streets and drainage to Beaufort County. He 
was apparently not aware that the R/W and drainage should have been conveyed by deed. 

Eventually, ownership ofthe unsold lots, drainage, and right-of-way changed hands. The R/W was 
subsequently conveyed to the HOA on December 30, 2011 by Broad River Construction, Inc. Prior to this 
date, the Nickles Place Subdivision streets were designated as County Streets. Once they were conveyed 
to the HOA, the designation was changed from County to Private.

No poultry or poultry houses. Pets must be kept in enclosed 
areas. 

(E) All playground equipment, swimming pools, pet enclosures, 
basketball goals, T.V. or radio antennas, wood piles, lawn 
furnitur e, boats, RV's, utility trailers, etc. shall be 
placed in the rear of the dwelling so as to not to be visible 
from the street . 

(F) No satellite receiver or reception dish larger than 2 feet 
shall be erected or installed on any lot and must be 
installed in rear of the home and not be visible from the 
street. 

(G) No all Terrain Vehicles (ATVs such as four wheelers) to be 
operated in the subdivision. 

(H) No outside clotheslines. 

(I) No above ground propane tanks will be allowed. 

(J) Trash must be placed in approved containers in the rear of 
the home. It is the resident's responsibility to remove all 
trash promptly to a designated county dumpster area and 
remove any unsightly items from the property. If individual 
pickup is provided, residents move their trash cans to the 
front of the lot on the pickup day and return them to the 
rear of the house that night. 

(K) No junk, damaged or inoperable or broken cars or vehicl es in 
a state of repair shall be made on a vehicle on any lot or 
roadway. All cars and vehicles must be parked in driveways 
or garages and not in yards or roadways. No commercial 
vehicles, trucks or buses, cars with graffiti, odd or bright 
colors to be parked on any lot or in subdivision. 

(L) No permanent signs allowed on lot, no business signs of any 
kind permitted. Only signs such as ~ for sale" signs of a 
temporary nature shall be allowed on any lot in said 
subdivision. 

(M) It is the intent of these protective covenants to provide a 
subdivision of high quality standards. Any situation that 
arises which is considered not to be in harmony with the 
intent and purpose of these covenants shall be considered a 
violation. 

(N) All roads and drainage easements will be dedicated to Beaufort 
County upon completion . 

7. Each lot owner shall be responsible for a prorated share of the 
street light expense. 

B. Mailboxes must conform to the design as established by the 
developer.

9 NICKLES PLACE is an open space subdivision. The open space is an 
integral part of each lot in the subdivision, and title to the open 
space, any part of it or any interest in it may not be conveyed 
separately from such lot. As the open space will not be subdivided each 
purchaser of a lot in the subdivision shall be granted an equal and 
undivided interest in the open space, subject to the regulation 
governing open space as established in the BEAUFORT County Zoning 
ordinance and subject to the prorated share of taxation. 

10. RESUBDIVISION OF LOTS 

No residential lot shall be resubdivied into building plots of lesser 
size than the original lot, except that part of a lot may be sold to the 
owner of the adjoining lot if approved by the developer. In wh ich 
event, the part sold shall thereafter be considered a part of such 
adjoining lot. No lot to be sold or easements or access across a lot in 
subdivision shall be given to an owner of any adjoining property not in 
said subdivision without the approval of the developer. 

11 • OFFENSIVE TRADE 

No obnoxious or offensive trade shall be carried on or upon any lot and 
nothing shall be done thereon which may be or become an annoyance or 
nuisance to the neighborhood. 

12 . ENFORCEMENT 

Violations or attempted violations on the part of any owner or the 
heirs, administrators, executors or assigns of any owner during the term 
of these covenants shall afford any person or persons owing a lot or 
lots in said subdivision a right of action at law or in equity against 
the person or persons violating or attempting to violate these 
covenants, either to restrain the violation or violations or to recover 
damages, including attorney fees, or both. 

13. INDEMNIFY 

The failure by the Developer to enforce any restriction, condition, 
covenant or agreement herein contained shall in no event be deemed a 
waiver of the right to do so hereafter as to the same breach or as to 
one occurring poor or subsequent thereto, nor shall such failure give 
rise to any claim or cause of action against the Developer. 

14 . SEVERABILITY 

Invalidation of any one or more of these covenants by a judgment of any 
court having jurisdiction of the subject shall in no way affect any of 
the other provisions herein contained, and such other provisions and 
protective covenants shall remain in full force and effect. 

15. AMENDMENTS 

The developer may include in any contract or deed hereinafter made or 
entered into, such modificat ion and/or additions to these protective 
convenants and restrictions, any additional covenants and restrictions 
which will not, in the opinion of the Board, lower the standards of the 
property. 



16 . EXPIRATION 

These covenants shall run with the land and be binding on the successors 
and assigns of the Developer and all persons claiming under them for a 
period of twenty (20) years. 

17. HQmOWNERS .ASSOCIATION 

The developer will provide for the establishment of a "Property Owners 
Associationu for enforcement of these protective covenants and 
subdivision maintenance. After the developer has sold all lots in said 
subdivision the developers shall automatically be relieved of duties and 
responsibilities under these covenants. 

18. Reqime Fees 

All property owners will have a yearly regime fee in the amount of 
$240.00. All regime fees will be due on June 1 8

t of every year and wil l be 
pro-rated at the time of closing. 

19. EASEMENTS 

A five foot (5') easement for the installation and maintenance of 
utilities, drainage and sidewalks is hereby reserved over the front rear 
and side lot lines of each lot, provi ded, however, nothing herein 
contained shall be construed to prevent the use as one building or more 
adjoining and contiguous lots, and in the event two or more adjoining 
and contiguous lots are used as one building site, then the easement 
reserved herein over the side lot lines shall be reserved over the side 
lot lines formed by the joining of contiguous lots in one owner.
