June – August is our AHA Block - These are lengthy classes with timeframe determined by AHA course guidelines. Classes will begin at 10:00 ending approx. 16:00 depending on number of students each day/ skill stations. All personnel should plan for a full day course.

Please remember there is no partial credit for any CEP class, you must be in seat at beginning of class, stay for the entire class and sign roster/ rosters at end of class to obtain credit. These regulations are set by DPH and will be followed by Beaufort County EMS; the National Continued Competency Program determines all core content.

This gives an opportunity to refresh skills which may not be used on a regular basis and introduce new/ helpful techniques.
