Us CENSUS METHODS
HAVE CHANGED

The WS Census 2010 was different from previous decennial courts in
that the guestionnaire consisted of onby10 basic guestions. The subjects
included, name, gender, 2ge. birth date, race, ethnicity, relationships,
and housing tenure.

The rest of the details have been collected via annual sampling surveys

since 2005. The sampling method s the “Amencan Community Surey
Estimates™ [AC5]).

The different methods mean that a2 smooth comparison of data from
prenvious decennial counts to sampling i= not ahways vailable With eadh
passing year the accumulated data becomes more and more acourate.

Three sets of these estimates have been officially releaszed: The [-year
2005, the 3- year 2007-0% and the S-year 2005-2009 estimates.

The good news is that now using the ACS Syear estimates we can
analyze small areas [less than 20,000 population) swuch as Block Groups
and Tracts. However, it took 5 years of sunveying to accurmulate a large
encugh sample to provide estimates with accuracy similar to the decen-
nial cencsus. This information includes data collected from Januany 2005
and running for 5 years through December of 2009, The 5-Year esti-
mates do not show information for individual years but rather only 3
single number for the average of the area for the 5 years.
